The PROJECT of CHANGES 
for the STATUTES (ARTICLES) of the

INTERNATIONAL UNION OF KETTLEBELL LIFTING

(IUKL) 

CHAPTER I
NAME AND HEADQUARTERS
Article 1: 
The Organization bears the name: 
in English - "INTERNATIONAL UNION OF KETTLEBELL LIFTING" (hereinafter - IUKL).
Article 2: 
The Organization has the legal location in the city of Roja (the Latvian Republic). 
Article 3: 
The Organization is registered (Registration number 40008022472) in the Register of the enterprises and in the Register of Societies and Establishments of the Latvian Republic in Riga on January, 30th, 2006, in the Register of public organizations of the Latvian Republic on February, 15th, 1993. 

CHAPTER II 

OBJECTIVE

Article 1: 
The IUKL objective - development and popularization of kettlebell lifting on international scene. 

Article 2: 
This Organization objective is fulfilled in particular by means of the following: 
a)
association of regional, national, continental and intercontinental representations of kettlebell sports under aegis of IUKL; 

b)
cooperation with the international establishments and the organizations; 

c)
the organization of the international competitions on kettlebell lifting;

d)
carrying out of scientific researches and registration of publications in cooperation with other establishments; 

e)
the international interchange of information, informative materials, services of consultation, etc.; 

f)
the organization of fund raising activities to generate the necessary resources for IUKL own operations; 

g)
development of educational and training programs on subjects of kettlebell sports, the organization and carrying out of educational seminars and qualifying courses in cooperation with other institutions;

CHAPTER III

VALIDITY OF THE ORGANIZATION

Article 1: 
The Organization is created on unlimited term. 

CHAPTER IV
FINANCIAL YEAR
Article 1: 
The financial year is the calendar year. 

CHAPTER V

PUBLIC-BENEFIT STATUS

Article 1: 
IUKL pursues exclusively and directly public-benefit objectives. The organization works without the basic financial interest and does not pursue the purpose of economic development. IUKL funds may only be used for purposes in conformity with the statutes. 

Article 2: 
Members and structural divisions of IUKL work voluntary if existing statutes of members do not make explict statements to the contrary. Compensation is possible for road and official charges. The Board of IUKL can decide to give compensation under special charges, and also compensation for performance of the duties demanding especially greater expenses of time, and can establish details of similar compensation. 

Article 3: 
Nobody can benefit by charges which are not connected with performance of purposes of IUKL or from unreasonably high salaries. 

CHAPTER VI

WORKING LANGUAGE

Article 1:   
The IUKL working languages is Russian and English.

CHAPTER VII

MEMBERS

Article 1:   
Active national, regional or equivalent members

Active national, regional or equivalent members are state or non-state institutions operating at national, regional or equivalent level which are engaged in development of kettlebell lifting and any kinds of the activity connected with it.
Article 2:   
Active international members

Active international members are institutions which are engaged in development of kettlebell lifting and any kinds of the activity connected with it internationally.

Article 3:   
Мembers-Supporters 

Members-supporters – private persons or organizations, the academic or commercial institutions, as the public or private organizations which are engaged in development of kettlebell lifting and any kinds of the activity connected with it.

Article 4: 
In structure of IUKL membership only one representative from each country is possible. Advantage at reception is received with Active national, regional or equivalent members. 

Article 5: 
The quantity of Active international members in structure of IUKL should not exceed 50 % from total quantity of members. 

Article 6: 
The rights and duties of all members of IUKL are defined by REGULATIONS about membership in IUKL. 

CHAPTER VIII

ACCEPTANCE OF MEMBERS

Article 1:   
Applications for registration of membership in IUKL shall be forwarded in writing to the Secretariat General.

Article 2:   
Applications for registration of membership should be received by the Secretary

General not later than three months before the date of carrying out of board meeting. 

Article 3:   
The Board of IUKL should estimate the application and make a decision the simple majority of voices. Powers of a new member should be confirmed at following Constituent Conference of Members of IUKL by the simple majority of voices.
Article 4:   
Membership can be stopped as a result of resignation, exception or death. Resignation is possible at any time and on it should be informed in General Secretary in writing. Thus obligations on all payments for the period of Membership are kept.

CHAPTER IX

DIRECTING BODIES

Article 1:   Directing bodies of IUKL are the following:

· Constituent Conference of Members; 
· Board.
CHAPTER X

CONSTITUENT CONFERENCE
Article 1:   
The Constituent Conference of Members - supreme decision-making body of IUKL.

Article 2:
The Constituent Conference of Members shall take place every four years. An extraordinary Constituent Conference shall be called if the Board decides to do so or if one-third of the members call for such meeting.

The Secretary General issues invitations to the Constituent Conference at least three months before it is due to take place, stating the date, venue and agenda. In the case of an extraordinary Constituent Conference, this period is reduced to four weeks. Motions by the members have to be sent in written form to the Secretary General one month before the Constituent Conference and two weeks before an extraordinary Constituent Conference.

Article 3:   
Every Constituent Conference that is called in accordance with the rules has a quorum, if at least one-third of its members entitled to vote are present. Decisions shall be taken by a simple majority of votes.
Article 4:   
The tasks of the Constituent Conference include in particular the following:

a) Definition of general principles for achieving the organization`s objectives as well as agreeing on the working programme for the next four years.

b) Acknowledgement of reception of new members and exceptions of members.
c) Consideration of applications for carrying out of official international competitions for the period of next four years. 
d) Definition of the budget for the period of next four years.
e) An estimation of activity of Board (including an estimation of the financial report confirmed by auditors). 
f) Election of Board and Executive Committee. The Executive Committee is formed in structure of representatives of three active members who are not members of board.
g) Electing Honorary Presidents and Honorary Members.

h) Deciding on auditors for four years.

i) Definition of the sizes of a membership dues.
j) Acceptance of additions and changes for the statutes (articles) of the organizations.
k) Deciding on dissolution.

CHAPTER XI

BOARD 

Article 1:   
The Board consists of the following:

a) the President,

b) four Vice-Presidents,

c) the Secretary General,

d) the Chairman of Executive Committee.
The four Vice-Presidents are to come from different continents (America – Asia/Oceania – Africa – Europe).

Honorary Presidents may be invited to the Board but do not have the right to vote.

Article 2:   
Duties of members of Board are defined by REGULATIONS about official duties.
Article 3:   
The members of the Board shall be elected for a period of four years. They remain in office until a new election.

Article 4:   
Official representatives of Boards are the President, the First Vice-president, the Secretary general and Chairman of Executive Committee - in any combination at least two persons. The certain tasks can be assigned to him by Constituent Conference or Board.
Article 5:   
Meetings of the Board shall be called by the President, or if he is unable to do so, by the First Vice-President. The calling of meetings shall take place by telefax or email at least eight weeks before the meeting is due to take place. The invitation shall state the venue, date and agenda. Any documents for the meeting shall be communicated to meeting participants in good time.

Article 6:   
The Board has a quorum if more than half of its members are present.

Article 7:   
The Board may deploy commissions, chairman of commissions, commissioners and special advisors to perform subtasks. 
Article 8:  
If the President cannot carry out the duties, their performance is assigned to the First Vice-president. If the first Vice-president cannot carry out the duties, they are assigned on any of members of Board by proxy, issued by the President.

CHAPTER XII
ELECTIONS / VOTING RIGHTS

Article 1:   
Each country having the status of an active member, has one vote each in elections and votes. Supporter members and Active international members do not have the right to vote.

Article 2:   
The transfer of voting rights to other countries and representatives should be documentary certified.
Article 3:   
The right to vote shall be stopped if by the moment of carrying out of Constituent Conference the member does not confirm performance of all financial obligations before IUKL for the period from the previous Constituent Conference or from the moment of registration of membership in IUKL. 

Article 4:   
All decisions concerning internal actions should be accepted by the simple majority of voices; actions on change and addition of the charter should be accepted by the majority of two thirds of voices.

Article 5:   
Decisions of Board and committees may also be taken electronically, particularly by telefax or email, if anybody from members of Board and committees does not reject this procedure; in case of such decisions, also, simple enough majority of voices.

Article 6:   
Elections shall be held in writing and secretly in principle. If  only one person is proposed for an office and if that person is willing to take up the office, the ballot may take place by an open vote with a show of hands if there is  no application for a secret ballot.

Article 7:   
Candidates on a post of members of Board (the President, Four Vice-presidents, the Secretary General, the Chairman of Executive Committee) are put forward from the countries having the status of the Active member. The application with names of candidates should be submitted in writing.
Article 8:   
Candidates can be selected in their absence if they have declared the readiness to hold a post in writing.
Article 9:   
If only one person stands for an elected post, that person is elected if he receives a majority of the votes cast. If a number of persons are standing for election, the person who receives more than half of the votes cast is the person elected. If this number of votes is not reached by any person, a run-off ballot shall take place between the two persons who received the most votes in the first ballot, to be decided by simple majority. 

ГЛАВА XIII
FINANCING

Article 1: 
IUKL shall finance itself from the following sources:

a) membership contributions,

b) contributions from other national and international institutions and persons,

c) foundations and payments by sponsors,

d) income from licensing agreements,

e) real estate and movables purchased as well as,

f) income from real estate and movables obtained through purchase or endowment.

Article 2:
The membership contribution shall be paid annually. The order and terms of payment, and also penal sanctions in case of not payments, are defined by REGULATIONS about a membership contribution and payments for participation in competitions. 

Article 3:   
The Chairman of Executive Committee should make the project of the concept of development before the beginning of everyone calendar year and the project of the budget before the beginning of each financial year and should give them to the Board for discussion and decision-making.
Article 4:   
The Chairman of Executive Committee should make the report on activity on the end of each calendar year and the financial report on the end of each financial year. Documents should be considered and approved by Board and each four years are approved by Constituent Conference.
Article 5:   
Financial documents should be inspected every year by an auditor.

CHAPTER XIV
OFFICE

Article 1:   IUKL should have an office to carry out ongoing tasks.

CHAPTER XV
REGIONAL REPRESENTATIVES
The members representing in structure of IUKL concrete regions and countries, are official representatives of IUKL in these regions and countries and operate under aegis of IUKL. 

CHAPTER XVI
DISSOLUTION

The Constituent Conference shall decide on IUKL`s dissolution with a majority of three-quarters of the votes cast. Voting can take place only in the event that the offer on dissolution of IUKL has been declared in the program of Conference. In the case of the dissolution of the Organization, its remaining assets shall be transferred to a public-benefit organization or a foundation for use for public-benefit purposes in the field of sport.
